The “Crooked Beak of Heaven” mask is used in the
‘Red Cedar Bark” winter ceremonials of the Hamatsa
Society from the central British Columbia coast.
Carved from Cedar, painted (usually black, red and
white), and trimmed with long strands of cedar bark

Breamecatcher:

The dreamcatcher is made of sinew strands, decorated
with beads and feathers. It is hung above childrens
beds to protect them against bad dreams.
